	Walk the Plank's touring theatre ship, the mv Fitzcarraldo, is set to drop anchor for good later this year. The ship - built in 1971 in Sandnessjoen, Norway - spent twenty years as a general cargo and passenger ferry working the islands around Tromso beyond the Arctic Circle, before Walk the Plank sailed her to the UK to be adapted for her new life as a touring theatre. The ship sailed her last tour in 2006, and has since been berthed in the Albert Dock in Liverpool as part of the European Capital of Culture celebrations. The ship is now the city’s most unique waterfront venue playing host to regular cabaret nights, music gigs, comedy nights, arts events, and performances.
