GENERAL NEWS
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VBS REGISTRATION SCHEME FOR CHILDREN’S ENTERTAINERS
In October, the government will be launching the Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS) - a new system designed to provide greater child protection. It calls for children’s entertainers to register on a separate database from the Criminal Records Bureau and pay a £64 registration fee. The Independent published an article about the scheme, and Equity’s opposition to the fee, which is on our website in the news section.
JEUNES TALENTS APPLICATIONS OPEN

Jeunes Talents is a support programme for emerging contemporary circus artists in Europe aimed at assisting artistic research for the creation of new performance. We encourage projects that mix circus with other art forms, for example drama, spoken word, digital media, theatre, music and puppetry. 

In the past it has been open to other European countries but this year some of these countries are working together to make sure that their artists have the best chance of being selected for the funding.  

This means that people are working on spreading the word, explaining the process, helping artists with their applications, helping artists who get shortlisted to further their work, and also helping some that aren't selected to develop their ideas.
Who can apply?

· Artists with diverse practice are encouraged to apply, this includes, but is not limited to, artists from Black and minority ethnic backgrounds and disabled people.

· There is no age limit

· Performances that have already been created are not eligible

· You must be resident in Europe

· You cannot currently be training in a circus school 

· Applicants can be solo or as a group

· A formal company is not required
