Cirque Nova has been invited to showcase their work with disabled artists at the Nordic Circus Festival in Oslo, where JM Akkerman and pupil Penny Clapcott will display an aerial silks act, in spite of being a brittlebone condition sufferer.  We are starting our training program of 15 disabled volunteers at the creation studio of Circus Space on the 24th of January.  We are also starting a program of training of homeless youths for Centre-Point at Hoxton Hall on the 26th of January, which will end up with 4 documentaries for Channel 4 the "3 minute wonders”.
ARTS COUNCIL ENGLAND PUBLICATION – ‘2012 OUR GAMES – OUR VISION’
In this publication Arts Council England outline their vision for the Olympic and Paralympic Games in 2012 which are based around 3 elements: a vibrant environment, a celebration of imagination and creativity and a unique opportunity.

They are focusing their work in five key areas to raise the profile of artists and the arts organisations in England. These priorities are: Developing major projects for the Cultural Olympiad (the cultural programme running alongside the Olympics), supporting their regularly funded organisations to develop world class art, providing opportunities for the wider arts sector, working with the Legacy trust UK to see their investment realised and using the catalyst of the Games to develop and improve partnerships.
