Charlie Holland to leave the Circus Space

Following almost two decades of involvement with the Circus Space Charlie Holland, Programme Manager and Deputy Chief Executive is to leave the organisation this summer. 

Charlie become a professional juggler in 1981 inspired to do so after watching the Flying Karamazov Brothers performing during the interval of a Grateful Dead concert. He worked around the world predominantly as half of The Long and The Short of It, a juggling duo. Charlie has been involved with the Circus Space since its creation in 1989 and has worked for the organisation since 1991. As a key member of the staff team Charlie was closely involved with the creation of the two-year BTEC National Diploma in Performing Arts – Circus which was the very first circus course in the UK within the formal education system.

Charlie says ‘My decision to follow other interests and my commitment to and interest in green issues mean my immediate plans are to take some time out to travel, slowly, with a small carbon footprint, cycling along the Rhine to the European Juggling Convention in Karlsruhe.’ However with his legendary encyclopaedic historical knowledge of circus, Charlie is unlikely to disappear from the circus world radar forever.
